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Summary of Activities April 2019 - March 2020

In fiscal 2019, the National Art Center, Tokyo implemented a range of programs that capitalize on our distinctive
strengths, including ambitious exhibitions of contemporary art, large-scale exhibitions tracing the course of art and
cultural history and marking the anniversaries of Japan’s establishment of diplomatic relations with other nations, and
exhibitions of decorative arts and high jewelry. However, on February 29, near the end of the fiscal year, the Center
was forced to close temporarily as a countermeasure against the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic. We were
faced with an unprecedented situation that required rescheduling, postponing, or cancellation of special exhibitions, co-
sponsored exhibitions, and artist associations’ exhibitions. In the 2019 fiscal year, a total of approximately 1.84 million
people visited exhibitions (special exhibitions and artist associations’ exhibitions) at the National Art Center, Tokyo.

@ Exhibitions

This fiscal year the Center was slated to serve as the venue for exhibitions organized by 81 artist associations active on
a nationwide scale (including those that were eventually canceled). Due to our temporary closure at the end of the fiscal
year, multiple artist associations’ exhibitions could not be held. However, the total number of visitors from throughout
Japan for artist associations’ exhibitions was 1.09 million. This illustrates the Japanese people’s high interest in both art
creation and art appreciation.

The NACT exhibition Leiko lkemura Our Planet — Earth and Stars was reconfigured and traveled to Kunstmuseum Basel,
where it was titled Leiko lkemura: Nach neuen Meeren. Another notable exhibition was Image Narratives: Literature in
Japanese Contemporary Art, which brought together six artists whose works all have literary elements and revealed
narrative practices inherent to the works.

The large-scale exhibition Christian Boltanski — Lifetime, which surveyed the arc of Boltanski’s career over the past 50
years, was held at three venues (the National Museum of Art, Osaka; the National Art Center, Tokyo; and the Nagasaki
Prefectural Art Museum). The works were installed differently at each venue in accordance with its spatial environment,
with installation design by the artist himself, and while it was a traveling exhibition, the version at the Center was the
largest in scale and attracted widespread attention.

The Treasures and the Tradition of “Lale” in the Ottoman Empire was a popular show introducing the magnificent arts
and crafts of the Ottoman Empire, with a focus on tulip patterns. Meanwhile, Vienna on the Path to Modernism, subtitled
The 150th Anniversary of the Establishment of Diplomatic Relations Between Japan and Austria, examined Viennese fin de
siécle culture from the vantage point of “the path to modernism.”

Approximately half of the pieces in Cartier, Crystallization of Time were from private collections and date from the 1970s
or later, and it was a milestone as the world’s first exhibition presenting a comprehensive overview of Cartier’s creations
from the early days to the present. The New Material Research Laboratory oversaw the design of high jewelry exhibits
and exhibition scenography, creating a dramatic and unprecedented viewing space.

The DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow exhibition, subtitled Landscapes in Our Age: Scarred and Reborn, marked its 22nd
edition this fiscal year, and 11 artists selected from a wide range of generations participated. We were honored that this
special exhibition was part of the Japan Cultural Expo 2020 program.

Treasures from Budapest: European and Hungarian Masterpieces from the Museum of Fine Arts, Budapest and the Hun-
garian National Gallery, subtitled Japan-Hungary Friendship 150th Anniversary, presented 130 masterpieces of painting,
drawing, and sculpture from the collections of the Museum of Fine Arts, Budapest and the Hungarian National Gallery.
Unfortunately, the end of the exhibition’s scheduled run coincided with the Center’s temporary closure due to the
pandemic.

Timeless Conversations 2020: Voices from Japanese Art of the Past and Present, scheduled to open in March, also
coincided with the temporary closure. The exhibition was postponed to the next fiscal year.

@Education and Public Programs

The NACT’s education and public programs, such as lectures and gallery talks, aimed to encourage appreciation of
art among the wider public on an ongoing basis. Events such as workshops were oriented toward a wide range of
participants, both children and adults.

At two of the special exhibitions, free viewing guidebooks were distributed. We offered two versions of our always-
popular architectural tours, one for the general public and a Kids’ Summer Vacation Architectural Tour for elementary
school students, and both were quite favorably received. In March 2020, we launched the Japanese version of CONIC,
the National Art Center, Tokyo Guide App. Also, we implemented Tuesday at the NACT, in which galleries were opened



to students from nearby schools on the NACT’s regular closed day, with the goal of contributing to the community and
expanding children’s art viewing opportunities.

@ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services

The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues,
as well as publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art. In particular,
we made active efforts to complete the collection, such as acquiring missing catalogues from series of public exhibitions
and missing issues of serial publications. Materials were made available to the public in the Art Library and in the Art
Library Annex.

The Center also continued its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art
through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas
institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art, and endeavors were made to promote the use of Japan-related art
materials outside the country.

We continued from last year with a project to digitize a portion of the documents in our possession.

@Other

We published the sixth issue of NACT Review: Bulletin of the National Art Center, Tokyo, the research bulletin we
established in FY2014.

We have been enhancing our website and social media presence throughout the year so that the diverse activities of
the National Art Center, Tokyo and the public spaces and services of the facility will be communicated directly and
intuitively to users. We particularly emphasized public relations via social media at Image Narratives: Literature in Japa-
nese Contemporary Art, a special exhibition organized by the Center. Proactively disseminating information on the artists
and the works on view, as well as reviews, encouraged more people to visit.

We also partnered and cooperated with the British Museum as a co-sponsor of The Citi Exhibition Manga, held at that
museum.

Art movements flourished in the late 19th to early 20th century in Vienna as artists sought new forms of expression that transcended traditional
definitions of painting, sculpture, decorative arts, design and fashion, leading to the highly decorative, glittering splendor of a uniquely
Viennese cultural form. Major artists emerged in all genres during what is today known as the fin de siecle (lit. “end of the century”) period,
including painters such as Gustav Klimt (1862-1918) and Egon Schiele (1890-1918), architects Otto Wagner (1841-1918), Josef Hoffmann (1870-
1956), and Adolf Loos (1870-1933), and designer Koloman Moser (1868-1918), heralding a golden age of modern art and design.

This exhibition experimented with a new approach, examining Viennese fin de siecle culture from the vantage point of “the path to
modernism.” Modernism in Vienna was characterized by its cross-disciplinary, multi-faceted development not only in the field of painting but
also in decorative arts, architecture, interior design, graphic design, fashion, and music. Various seeds sown during the 18th-century Age of
Enlightenment gestated during the Biedermeier era in the first half of the 19th century, sprouted in the form of Viennese modernist culture, and
blossomed magnificently in the art movements of the end of the 19th century, and this exhibition presented over 400 works that traced this
entire process.

The exhibition was designed to foster appreciation of these works in the context of approximately 200 years of Viennese social history. With
the cooperation of DNP Art Communications and the Yomiuri Shimbun, a film on the mid-19th century redevelopment of Vienna was produced
over the course of two years. In addition, we collaborated with Bunka Fashion College to conduct classroom visits and design, produce and
exhibit dresses.

This was among the largest exhibitions ever held in Japan of the work of Christian Boltanski (b. 1944), one of France’s most prominent contem-
porary artists, and encompassed work from throughout his career. After making short films in the late 1960s, Boltanski worked extensively with
photography in the 1970s, gaining attention for works dealing with his own memories and those of others. In the 1980s, Boltanski began producing
installations utilizing light and exploring religious themes, for which he earned international acclaim. Since then, he has continued producing and
exhibiting works worldwide with the themes of history, memory, and the vestiges of human existence. A survey of his diverse endeavors over the
past 50 years, this exhibition was also conceived as an installation designed by Boltanski, who has described himself as “a spatial artist,” for this
specific venue.

The exhibition was held at three venues (the National Museum of Art, Osaka; the National Art Center, Tokyo; and the Nagasaki Prefectural Art Mu-
seum), and while many of the same works appeared, the artist arranged the exhibits differently at each venue. For this reason, the show in Tokyo
produced an impression distinct from those of the other two venues. Solo exhibitions at three Japanese art venues made it possible to introduce
Boltanski’s works to a broad audience, and to demonstrate that in terms of venue design, Boltanski is indeed a consummate “spatial artist.”
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Image Narratives : Literature in Japanese Contemporary Art
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Image Narratives: Literature in Japanese Contemporary Art was a group exhibition featuring six Japanese artists: Yuichiro Tamura, Futoshi
Miyagi, Erika Kobayashi, Yasuko Toyoshima, Chikako Yamashiro, and Keizo Kitajima. These artists work in diverse media including installation,
photography, video, and sculpture. As the title suggests, the exhibition focused on the role of literature in contemporary art, but here the word
does not refer to literary works that take the form of books, but rather to literature in terms of narrative elements present in works of visual art.
While literary art can only represent works of visual art as mental images, the two poles of literary and visual art are at least connected by the
common term “image.” The “Image Narratives” of the exhibition’s English title is derived from this concept, common to both the linguistic and
the visual. In this context, this exhibition focused on the genre of literature, which has conventionally been neglected as having little affinity with
contemporary art, as is clearly conveyed by the terms “visual arts” or “plastic arts.” By bringing together, in one venue, works by these artists
who incorporate literary elements, we were able to highlight aspects of each artist that have previously been overlooked.
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Cartier, Crystallization of Time
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Cartier, Crystallization of Time was a groundbreaking show that illuminated the design features of Cartier's high jewelry from the early 20th
century to the present day, and presented about 300 pieces in the format of an “art exhibition” on the theme of time.

It consisted of an introduction and prologue, “Space of Time - Mystery and Prism Clocks,” exploring aspects of time through Hiroshi
Sugimoto’s mixed media work Time Reversed (2019) and an installation of Cartier’'s “mystery clocks” with mechanisms concealed by optical
illusions and light, followed by three sections, “Colors and Material Transformation,” “Forms and Design,” and “Universal Curiosity,” exploring
Cartier’s design from three different perspectives. Also, the exhibition traced the historical development, social context, and impact of Cartier’s
emblematic Panthére (panther) motif, and showcased the singular inquisitiveness of Louis Cartier, who grew Cartier into a major maison in the
early 20th century. Supplementation with materials from the Cartier archives enabled the exhibition to convey the depth and richness of history
and the creative process.

Approximately half of the works in this Cartier exhibition, the 35th held worldwide and the third in Japan, were contemporary (from the 1970s
onward) pieces from private collections rather than from the Cartier Collection, and the exhibition was a world first in giving a comprehensive
overview of Cartier’s creative activities from the early years to the present day. The New Material Research Laboratory oversaw the design of
the venue, and the resulting exhibition design can be seen as an installation on the theme of time in its own right, opening up new possibilities
for how exhibitions are staged.
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Treasures from Budapest: European and Hungarian Masterpieces from the Museum of Fine Arts, Budapest and the Hungarian
National Gallery

Japan-Hungary Friendship 150th Anniversary
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This exhibition commemorating 150 years since the establishment of diplomatic relations between Japan and Hungary comprised a total of
130 masterpieces of European and Hungarian painting, drawing, and sculpture carefully selected from the vast collections of the Museum of
Fine Arts, Budapest and the Hungarian National Gallery, representing centuries of artistic achievement from the 16th-century Renaissance
to the early 20th century. It consisted of two parts, “I. From the Renaissance to the Eighteenth Century” presenting works by Old Masters
and “Il. Nineteenth and Early Twentieth Centuries” focusing on the development of modernism, and each part was subdivided into multiple
sections based on region and style, with the overall structure tracing the evolution of Western art over approximately 400 years. The second
part included 35 modern Hungarian paintings from the 19th century and later, which have rarely been seen in Japan, juxtaposed with
contemporaneous paintings from elsewhere in Europe. The exhibition enabled viewers to experience directly, through these works, the ways
in which modern Hungarian painters incorporated artistic developments in Paris and Vienna, then the centers of the art world, while at times
arriving at similar results through their own entirely original endeavors, and was favorably received by visitors.

This was the first time in 25 years that works from the two Hungarian collections were shown in Japan, but unfortunately the coronavirus
pandemic forced the exhibition to close two weeks early due to the temporary closure of the Center itself. It was scheduled to be extended for
13 days, but in the end it was not possible to reopen during this period.
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“DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition 2020
Landscapes in Our Age: Scarred and Reborn
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DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow is a group exhibition presenting work by participants in the Agency for Cultural Affairs’ Program of Overseas
Study for Upcoming Artists, which was launched in fiscal 1967. In this year’s special edition, coinciding with the 2020 Tokyo Olympics and
Paralympics, we are honored to participate in the Japan Cultural Expo 2020, a program organized by the Japanese government. Based on the
Expo’s theme of “Nature” and the subtitle “Landscapes in Our Age: Scarred and Reborn” 11 artists, carefully selected from a wide range of
generations, will manifest various Japanese perspectives of nature.
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Timeless Conversations 2020: Voices from Japanese Art of the Past and Present
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This exhibition united masterpieces of painting, Buddhist statuary, ceramics and swords from the Edo Period (1603-1868) and earlier with
works by eight contemporary artists working at the forefront of their fields, and in addition to shedding light on similarities in theme, subject,
modeling and technique, it focused on contemporary artists’ active engagement with past artistic achievements, such as drawing inspiration
from predecessors, parodying universally known images, and incorporating older art into installations. Affinities were highlighted by preparing
separate spaces for each of the pairings - photographer Rinko Kawauchi and Edo Period flower-and-bird paintings, contemporary artist
Tomoko Konoike and swords from the Heian Period (794-1185) onward, manga artist Shiriagari Kotobuki and Hokusai’s Thirty-six Views of
Mount Fuji, contemporary artist Kishio Suga and Zen paintings by Sengai, sculptor Koji Tanada and the Buddhist statuary of Enku, architect
Tsuyoshi Tane and the Statues of Nikko Bosatsu and Gekko Bosatsu, designer Akira Minagawa and the ceramics of Ogata Kenzan, painter
Tadanori Yokoo and the screen paintings of Shohaku - the exhibition juxtaposed outstanding works of contemporary art with classic
masterpieces that never lose their appeal, showcasing the appeal of artworks of diverse eras in an innovative manner.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and otherevents.
In fiscal 2019, 81 such exhibition were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 1,087,814 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 3,2019 to
March 30, 2020).

3 Artist Associations Exhibitions closed for 2 days due to Super Typhoon No.19 (Hagibis), which caused the NACT to close on October 12 and
13, 2019.

As a countermeasure against the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic, the Center temporarily closed on February 29, 2020, and 3 groups’
exhibitions were rescheduled while those of 5 groups were canceled.

Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and facilities provided.
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To help people get the most out of their visit, during fiscal 2019 we held lectures, artist talks, other events to coincide with our exhibitions, and
produced and distributed free viewing guides for the exhibitions Image Narratives: Literature in Japanese Contemporary Art and Timeless Con-
versations 2020: Voices from Japanese Art of the Past and Present.™" As in the previous fiscal year, we held architectural tours for the general
public to introduce the features and functions of the NACT’s architecture and a Kids’” Summer Vacation Architectural Tour for elementary
school students, both of which were quite favorably received. *? In March 2020, we launched the Japanese version of CONIC, the National
Art Center, Tokyo Guide App. Also, as last year, we implemented Tuesday at the NACT, in which a special exhibition gallery was opened to
students from nearby schools on the NACT’s regular closing day, with the goal of contributing to the community and expanding children’s
art viewing opportunities. During this term, we continued to accept interns and student volunteers as part of our efforts to increase the
understanding of the NACT’s activities and develop human resources.

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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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In terms of art-related materials, The National Art Center, Tokyo continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition
catalogues, as well as publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with particular
emphasis placed on securing missing issues of serials and catalogues of exhibitions held periodically, including artist association’s
exhibitions. Acquisitions of art exhibition catalogues were generously supported by donated materials from pertinent organizations, museums
throughout Japan, and individuals. These materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on the third floor of the Main Building,
and in the Art Library Annex on the first floor of the Annex.

During fiscal 2019 The Center continued its art exhibition catalogue-exchange program, sending copies of its catalogues and other printed
materials to around 400 facilities in Japan and 100 facilities overseas, including museums and university libraries. The Center also continued
its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which
donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art. The Center continued to
work on a project to digitize a part of its collection: audio materials [34 cassette tapes], video materials [8 film reels], and fragile books and
magazines [2,595 images].

The official NACT website (https://www.nact.jp) continues to serve as a user-friendly source of information on the Center’s wide-ranging
programs. In fiscal 2015, the NACT website was updated and designed to facilitate access from smart phones and other handheld devices.
The Center proactively seeks external funding to sustain various programs, and since 2015 the logos of companies that support the Center and
its programs have been introduced on the NACT website.

In addition to the permanent website and special exhibition websites, NACT is keeping pace with recent trends in Internet use by making
the most of social media and other online services. To create a deeper familiarity between the NACT’s Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram
accounts’ followers and the NACT, we have been constantly posting information about exhibitions, recommended spots in the NACT, and
more on the NACT’s SNS accounts. The number of followers for each account has steadily increased. As of April 2020, the number of Twitter
followers was approximately 260,000, the highest of any art venue in Japan, and Instagram showed an especially remarkable rate of increase,
exceeding 70,000 followers.

We publicized Image Narratives: Literature in Japanese Contemporary Art, a special exhibition organized by the Center, taking advantage of the
fact that photography was allowed in the venue and promoting it on our social media. Proactively disseminating information on the artists and
the works on view, as well as reviews, encouraged more people to visit.

For jointly organized exhibitions, in addition to holding press conferences and press previews in cooperation with the co-organizers, we
worked to publicize exhibitions and raise public awareness of the Center by conducting many interviews, including TV appearances and
interviews with researchers. Both the Leiko lkemura and the Christian Boltanski exhibition were selected as among the year’s best in national
newspapers at year’s end, and were highly lauded.

Also, as a public relations initiative, we responded to interview and photography requests from the mass media, lent out images and so forth,
actively pursuing dissemination of information about the Center.
