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Summary of Activities April 2020 - March 2021

The National Art Center, Tokyo (NACT) does not maintain a permanent collection, and instead has made the most of
one of Japan’s largest exhibition spaces to pursue a wide variety of activities since it opened in 2007, including holding
various art exhibitions, collecting and disseminating information and materials related to art, and offering education and
public programs for a wide range of age groups. However, due to the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic, fiscal
2020 was a year in which we were forced to reschedule, postpone, or cancel many activities including the scheduled art
exhibitions.

The National Art Center, Tokyo closed temporarily as a countermeasure against the COVID-19 pandemic from February
29 to June 10, 2020. This was the first time in the Center’s history that we were unable to hold the first exhibition of the
fiscal year in April. The Center reopened after a state of emergency was lifted on June 11, and the first exhibition of
fiscal 2020 was Nature in Japan and the Spirit of “Sho”: 200 Selected Works by Japanese Calligraphers in commemora-
tion of the Tokyo 2020 Olympic and Paralympic Games, in which the center served as a venue for an exhibition held in
conjunction with the Japan Cultural Expo. The event was held with strict coronavirus countermeasures in place. In the
2020 fiscal year, a total of approximately 380,000 people visited exhibitions (special exhibitions and artist associations’
exhibitions) at the National Art Center, Tokyo, only around 20% the number of attendees in the previous year.

@Exhibitions

+ Artist Associations’ Exhibitions

This fiscal year the Center was slated to serve as the venue for exhibitions organized by 81 artist associations active on
a nationwide scale (including those that were eventually canceled), but 13 artist associations’ exhibitions could not be
held due to our temporary closure, and another 34 exhibitions were canceled at the request of the artist associations.
The impact of the pandemic was severe, and many association members had concerns about visiting Tokyo or traveling
in general. As a result, the total number of visitors to all artist associations’ exhibitions throughout the year was
approximately 190,000.

- Jointly Organized Exhibitions
All exhibitions planned for fiscal 2020 were rescheduled as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Timeless Conversations 2020: Voices from Japanese Art of the Past and Present could not be held during the 2019 fiscal
year due to our temporary closure, and was rescheduled for fiscal 2020. This exhibition juxtaposed masterpieces of
Japanese art such as paintings, Buddhist statues, ceramics, and swords from the Edo Period (1603-1868) and earlier with
works by eight currently working artists at the forefront of the contemporary art scene.

This was the Center’s first exhibition featuring the art of past centuries, and the result was an ambitious endeavor to
connect art across the ages, and present new perspectives and insights to lovers of both classic and contemporary art.

MANGAS TOKYO represented a triumphant return to Japan after the highly popular exhibition of the same name held in
Paris in 2018. A wide variety of Japanese manga, anime, game, and tokusatsu (special effects-heavy live-action) content
was featured, with more than 500 works (93 titles) displayed along with an enormous model of Tokyo. We realized an
exhibition overflowing with the inimitable appeal of Tokyo, a megacity where fiction and reality merge.

The 23rd edition of “DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition 2021 — Contemporary Japanese Artists from the Overseas
Study Program of the Agency for Cultural Affairs opened in January 2021. Amid the ongoing pandemic, the exhibition was
presented as a temporal and spatial exploration of the decade that has passed since the Great East Japan Earthquake
of 2011.

Kashiwa Sato, an exhibition showcasing from a variety of angles the achievements of one of Japan's leading creative
directors, Kashiwa Sato (b. 1965), spanning approximately 30 years, was also postponed, from September 2020 until
February of the following year. This exhibition, which fully demonstrated the power of Sato’s creative direction, was
highly stimulating for the diverse viewership and recorded visitors greatly exceeding the target number. Although the
exhibition could not complete its scheduled run because of the museum’s temporary closure due to the pandemic, it was
an innovative endeavor among exhibitions in the design field.



Caravaggio’s Deposition from the Vatican Museums, scheduled to open in March 2021, was cancelled because the
continued spread of the coronavirus meant it was not possible to bring artworks from the Vatican to Japan.

@ Education and Public Programs

Changes also had to be made to the Center’s education and public programs, including cancellation of participatory and
face-to-face programs, and every effort was made to avoid the “three Cs” (closed spaces, crowded places, and close
contact). We strove to promote utilization of online programs, making a kit for home crafting available online, holding
talk events, intern training, and workshops via the Web, and stepping up publicity activities for our architectural guide
app.

It was a difficult year for group viewings, but Tuesday at the NACT, in which galleries are opened to students from
nearby schools on the Center’s regular closed day, was implemented during the Kashiwa Sato exhibition in March.
Another significant event was the 35th Curators’” Workshop of the Japanese Council of Art Museums, which was held as
a webinar with participants from many museums nationwide.

@ Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services

The Art Library and Art Library Annex were required to take coronavirus countermeasures throughout the year, such as
closing the reading room and introducing a reservation system. On the other hand, we continued making active efforts to
acquire Japanese exhibition catalogues and publications, and moved forward with the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project
and the digitization of documents in our possession.

@ Other

The pandemic presented unprecedented obstacles to art exhibition operations, but as in the previous year, we were
fortunately able to obtain logistical support and sponsorship from many companies that understand the importance of
exhibition activities.

It was not possible to hold press conferences where people assembled, and instead we employed new public relations
methods such as utilization of social media and video.

This fiscal year, in addition to many COVID-19 countermeasures such as disinfection, temperature-taking, ventilation,
and limited admission, there were drastic restrictions on the activities that people take for granted at art venues:
crowds gathering at exhibitions, people conversing about the works, participation in workshops, browsing books in the
Art Library. It was a year in which face-to-face participatory programs were almost entirely canceled, and while we
experimented with online alternatives, the National Art Center, Tokyo devoid of visitors during the temporary closure had
a sense of loneliness that seemed unnatural. After we reopened, visitors expressed their joy at being able to view works
of art at their own pace rather than in a crowded environment, and said their experiences at the museum liberated them
from feelings of emotional stagnation.

Although the number of visitors fell sharply overall, the paying attendance rate was higher than usual. This was because
those with the desire to see art in person, even in difficult times, made special efforts to visit us. It was a year that
reminded us afresh of the importance of keeping the Center open, as well as the significance of our role as an institution
supported by the efforts and support of so many people.

Since summer 2015, the Center has been putting ongoing efforts into organizing exhibitions that introduce manga, anime, games, tokusatsu
(special effects-heavy live-action) and other content both in Japan and overseas. In 2018 we held the MANGAS TOKYO exhibition in Paris,
and following its great success there, we brought the exhibition back to Japan. Diverse aspects of manga, anime, games, and tokusatsu were
connected to the theme of Tokyo, and the relationship between this content and Japan’s greatest megalopolis was explored through more
than 500 items (93 titles) and an enormous diorama. In addition to illuminating how the city’s historical memory has influenced these works,
the exhibition highlighted various implications and possibilities of Tokyo, a city where fiction and reality merge, including the dramatic impact
that outstanding, highly influential fictional works have on the actual cityscape, as seen in urban advertisements and other phenomena such
as “pilgrimages” to sites that feature prominently in these works. In terms of structure, it opened with a giant screen paired with a 1/1000 scale
model of Tokyo, followed by three sections through which visitors fully experience the exhibition concept: Section 1: Cycles of Destruction
and Reconstruction, Section 2: Life in Tokyo, and Section 3: Characters vs. the City.

“DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition 2021

Contemporary Japanese Artists from the Overseas Study Program of the Agency for Cultural Affairs
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Since 1967, the Agency for Cultural Affairs has implemented the Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists (formerly the Japanese
Government Overseas Study Program for Artists) with the goal of fostering creative human resources who will uphold the Japanese art world
in the future by offering opportunities for training at partner institutions overseas. In the visual arts field, the exhibition series DOMANI: The Art
of Tomorrow was launched in 1998 so as to showcase the artistic results of this training, and this year marked the 23rd edition. The exhibition
aims give artists that were dispatched overseas via the program opportunities to present their work in the Japanese art scene.

This year’s exhibition featured seven promising newcomers with overseas study program experience over the past ten years, plus earlier
program participants who are now Japanese art scene frontrunners, and illuminated frontline, globally attuned Japanese contemporary art
expression as we head into the 2020s.

This thoughtful and thought-provoking exhibition highlighted artists who have worked with the premise of free international movement and
exhibiting overseas, as they grapple with the long-term obstruction of the art scene due to the pandemic.
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This exhibition showcased from a variety of angles the achievements of one of Japan’s leading creative directors, Kashiwa Sato (b. 1965),
spanning approximately 30 years. Divided into six sections, it began with his first artwork created on a Macintosh computer and continued with
advertising designs from the 1990s and 2000s, major logo designs, graphic design such as posters and book bindings, branding projects for
companies and products, and his most recent artwork.

A significant feature of this exhibition was that Sato himself served as supervisor of not only the spatial comopsition, but also all related
products such as merchandise, the exhibition catalogue, publicity materials, and website design. As a result, the exhibition in its entirety
embodied Sato’s distinctive approach to creative direction, characterized by comprehensive deployment of the power of design through total
branding of companies and organizations, from brand concept planning and logo development to interior design of spaces such as stores and
public relations strategy.

As photography was permitted throughout nearly the entire exhibition, images of the venue were trending on social media, and tickets for
weekends during the latter half of the exhibition term were nearly sold out. However, a renewed declaration of a state of emergency forced a
temporary closure of the NACT, and the exhibition closed 15 days earlier than scheduled.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2020, 81 such exhibition were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 186,973 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 1,2020
to March 29, 2021).

As a countermeasure against the COVID-19 pandemic, the Center temporarily closed from February 29 to June 10, 2020, and 13 groups’
exhibitions were rescheduled while another 34 exhibitions were canceled at the request of the artist associations, resulting in a total of 47
cancellations of artist associations’ exhibitions.

Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year, we worked to improve the management of the equipment and facilities provided.
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Education and Public Programs
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During our temporary closure (April 29 - June 10) due to the ongoing pandemic, all the scheduled participatory and face-to-face programs
were cancelled, and we made efforts to promote utilization of online programs, making the paper carp streamer kit called “My Koinobori Now!
2020” available online and stepping up publicity activities of CONIC, the NACT Architecture Guide App. Also, for the exhibition, Timeless Con-
versations 2020: Voices from Japanese Art of the Past and Present, we produced a free guidebook, held an online workshop for elementary and
junior high school students, and posted the paper craft kits on the NACT website for users to download and make by themselves. The “three
Cs” (closed spaces, crowded places, and close contact) was totally avoided during workshops and architectural tours, and we aimed to keep
the NACT’s education and public programs going to the greatest possible extent. In terms of human resource development, we did not accept
new student volunteers, and the start date of the internship program was delayed by three months as pandemic countermeasures. Although
the number of student volunteer activities were decreased, partly due to the increase in online events, we were able to provide training
opportunities for interns without interruption by establishing a system for online training.

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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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During the 2020 fiscal year, as countermeasures against COVID-19 the Art Library (on the 3rd floor) was closed or access was offered only by
advance reservation, and some services were suspended. The Art Library Annex remained closed throughout the fiscal year.

In terms of art-related materials, we continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues, as well as
publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, with particular emphasis placed on securing
missing issues of serials and catalogues of exhibitions held periodically, including artist association’s exhibitions. Acquisitions of art exhibition
catalogues were generously supported by donated materials from pertinent organizations, museums throughout Japan, and individuals. These
materials were made available to the public in the Art Library on the third floor of the Main Building.

Our program of donating and exchanging exhibition catalogues was continued in fiscal 2020. We sent exhibition catalogues and other printed
matter published by the Center to approximately 400 museums, university libraries and other related institutions in Japan as part of our
catalogue exchange program. However, as a result of the pandemic, the scheduled sending of catalogues to 100 overseas institutions was
postponed until fiscal 2021. We also continued its efforts to improve access from Europe and North America to materials on Japanese art
through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to four overseas institutions devoted to the
study of Japanese art.

In addition, we retrospectively added bibliographic and holding information of exhibition brochures from art galleries to the NACSIS-CAT
system. We also continued to work on a project to digitize a part of its collection: two visual arts materials [644 images], one audio material [six
cassette tapes], one video material [17 film reels], and 37 fragile books and magazines [438 images].

It was difficult to hold press conferences, press previews and other events as we have done in the past, but for jointly
organized exhibitions, in addition to holding press previews in cooperation with the co-organizers, we worked to publicize exhibitions and raise
public awareness of the Center by conducting many interviews, including TV appearances and interviews with our curators. As for other public
relations initiatives, in addition to responding to interview and photography requests from the mass media, lending out images and so forth, we
continuously explored new initiatives such as Instagram campaigns and advertisements on social media, actively pursuing dissemination of

information about the Center.
