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Summary of Activities April 2022 - March 2023

On January 21, 2023, The National Art Center, Tokyo (NACT) celebrated the 15th anniversary of its opening.

It is no exaggeration to say that over these 15 years, social circumstances in Japan and overseas and the earth’s natural
environment have undergone drastic changes that could not have been imagined when we first opened our doors. In addition
to the COVID-19 pandemic, natural disasters in various countries have been growing in scale, and Russia’s invasion of Ukraine
in February 2023 presented many museums with unforeseen hurdles such as soaring costs of overseas travel and artwork
transport.

Amid the ongoing pandemic and escalating conflicts and polarization, and facing an uncertain future, this chaotic year was
also a time for rethinking the roles and significance of museums. At the ICOM (International Council of Museums) General
Conference Prague 2022, a new definition of museums was adopted for the first time in 17 years, incorporating such terms as
” “diversity,” “sustainability,” “communicate,” and “the participation of communities.”

During this challenging period, the Center continued to explore the functions and potential of museums and art institutions,
and ambitiously mounted special exhibitions suitable for its 15th anniversary, new educational programs aimed at younger
age groups, and exhibitions utilizing archival materials. The NACT also succeeded in offering a number of enriching lecture
programs both in-person and online, including lectures connected to exhibitions, international symposiums, and ongoing lecture
series such as “Thinking About Painting Now” and “Thinking About Museums.” Despite the high cost of travel, the Center was
able to welcome art specialists from abroad to deliver lectures, contributing to the diversity of the talks’ content.

To prevent and control the spread of COVID-19, some jointly organized exhibitions required visitors to make reservations at
designated dates and times. However, with the situation perceived as increasingly stabilized over the course of fiscal 2022, the
NACT was pleased to welcome large numbers of in-person visitors.

While some artist associations shortened the duration of their exhibitions, it was heartening that 80 groups held exhibitions,
marking a return to pre-pandemic levels. The total number of visitors to special exhibitions and artist associations’ exhibitions
reached approximately 1.5 million, greatly surpassing the previous fiscal year.

In fiscal 2022, special exhibitions at the NACT included captivating showcases of collections from some of the world’s leading
museums, as well as contemporary art exhibitions featuring a diverse lineup ranging from emerging and mid-career artists to
long-established veterans, highlighting their creative trajectories from multiple perspectives. Especially noteworthy were new
endeavors launched in conjunction with the Center’s 15th anniversary.

Lee Ufan: 15th Anniversary of the National Art Center, Tokyo was the first major retrospective of the work of Lee Ufan, and was
highly lauded both in Japan and internationally. Meanwhile, Do It/ Everyday Life Becomes Art: Art of the 1970s as Seen in Doc-
uments from the National Art Center, Tokyo Archives, a show of photographs and archival materials held concurrently with the
Lee Ufan exhibition, explored the 1970s, a decade in which Lee was highly active. This combination of a special exhibition and
an exhibition of archival materials was one to which the NACT is particularly well suited.

The exhibition Spinning Crocodiles, Tamura Satoru, which was held with free admission during schools’ summer vacation,
was popular with people of all ages. Also, NACT View, a new initiative that utilizes the Center’s public area, is a series of
small exhibitions in which emerging and mid-career artists take on the challenge of displaying works in spaces designed by
Kurokawa Kisho which differ from typical “white cube” galleries. The first in the series, showcasing Tamayama Takuro, featured
a new installation that transformed the entrance lobby with orange light. The second, an animated work by Tsukiji Nohara,
delighted many visitors with an interactive search for moving images of a mouse. Both were free to view, offering opportunities
to engage with a diverse contemporary art with ease.



Education and public programs included the new NACT Youth Project, targeted at junior high and high school students. Over
a period of six months, the teenage participants took part in various activities aimed at thinking and learning about creative
expression, with artists acting as their guides. We also focused on programs that deepen art appreciation through dialogue,
which we believe is all the more important in a world where so much can be conducted remotely. Workshops such as Night
at the NACT and Dialogue-Based Viewing and Lee Ufan Dialogues allowed participants to share in-depth viewing with others
through conversation, enriching their experience of art.

In terms of collection and provision of the library and information services, the Art Library, which had been forced to limit
access, was finally able to return to regular hours in October. In connection with the Japan Art Catalog (JAC) Project, which
involves sending exhibition catalogs overseas as donations or in exchange for others, our researchers visited institutions
abroad and engaged in discussions on the utilization of Japanese exhibition catalogs and on library management, making
positive contributions to future activities. Meanwhile, in our archiving activities, we received additional donations related to
ICA, Nagoya, and moved forward with the digitization of images.

In February 2023, we fulfilled a long-standing goal by redesigning our website to enhance access to information and user-
friendliness. The redesign gave significant consideration to mobile devices, which account for over 70% of visits to the site,
and we improved the functionality of features such as the calendar and event search. Also, rentals of facilities on days when
the Center is closed, which had fallen during the pandemic, gradually increased. The entrance hall, front entrance plaza,
and outdoor terraces were used for fashion shows, movie shoots, and companies’ new product launches, making important
contributions to self-generated revenue.

Fiscal 2022, in which we marked our 15th anniversary, was a year when NACT staff actively engaged in new initiatives and
improvements despite various challenges and constraints. This enabled us to explore ways of optimizing the Center and
present a variety of appealing activities for diverse visitors.

Contemporary artist Tamura Satoru has mainly been creating electrically motorized three-dimensional works, with the theme of thoroughly
stripping his creations of any meanings or purposes. This exhibition presented one of his masterworks, Spinning Crocodiles, a series of 3D
pieces newly formulated here as a large-scale installation. Tamura designed Spin Crocodile Garden, a large-scale installation in which
approximately 1,100 crocodiles of various sizes spun along with a giant 12-meter-long central crocodile created specifically for the National
Art Center, Tokyo’s spacious venue. While Tamura’s works are ostensibly simple, non-linguistic and enjoyable by all regardless of nationality,
age, or gender, they also disrupt established values and invite viewers to rethink their engagement with art. This exhibition, among the free-
admission events in celebration of the NACT’s 15th anniversary, attracted a diverse audience. It offered opportunities for people of all ages to
experience and enjoy art and exhibition spaces as a familiar part of their daily lives.

Museum Ludwig, Cologne - History of a Collection with Civic Commitments
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The Museum Ludwig in Cologne, Germany has built an outstanding collection of works from the 20th century to today. In this exhibition,
highlights from this collection were showcased with a focus on collectors whose donations shaped it.

The Ludwigs, entrepreneur Peter (1925-1996) and his wife Irene (1927-2010), whose name graces the museum, both studied art history at
university. In 1976, they donated their collection to the City of Cologne on the condition that a museum be established. Their holdings
encompassed one of Europe’s finest collections of Pop Art, important works from the Russian Avant-garde works, one of the world’s largest
Picasso collections and more, and this donation formed the core of the museum’s collection. Meanwhile, much of the museum’s German
modern art, including Expressionism and Neue Sachlichkeit (New Objectivity), was a gift from Cologne lawyer Josef Haubrich (1889-1961),
who brought a ray of hope to postwar society when he donated his priceless collection, saved from World War I, to the City of Cologne
in 1946. The exhibition also featured a photo collection that excels both in quality and quantity, as well as works acquired since 2000,
which reflect numerous citizens’ efforts to promote contemporary art. Comprising 152 works including oil paintings, sculptures, videos and
photographs, this exhibition illuminated dynamic interactions between art venues and citizens, inviting reinterpretation of the significance and
role of public art museums.
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Lee Ufan 15th Anniversary of the National Art Center, Tokyo
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This was the first major retrospective in Tokyo of the work of Lee Ufan (b. 1936), a leading figure in the Mono-ha (lit. “School of Things”)
movement. Eagerly absorbing a wide range of thought and literature from the East and the West, from the 1960s onward Lee took a strong
interest in contemporary art, and began producing work in earnest in the late 1960s. Seeking to transcend the uncertainty of vision, Lee
spearheaded Mono-ha by combining natural and artificial materials in a highly economical manner. Not only in his visual art but also in his
writings, Lee evolved the worldview that all things are interrelated. His works liberate art from the world of images, subjects, and meaning,
and raise questions about relationships among things and between things and people. This exhibition assembled Lee’s most important works,
including everything from his earliest pre-Mono-ha pieces, which considered the problem of vision, the Relatum series which changed the
concept of sculpture, and his highly spiritual paintings, which produce a tranquil rhythm. The Mono-ha movement that Lee led in the 1970s
has gained recognition as a significant postwar art movement in an international context, especially following a series of exhibitions at major
museums in the US and France in the 2010s. Amid this growing momentum, we are pleased to have held Lee Ufan’s largest solo exhibition
to date in Tokyo, which we believe to have significantly raised the international profile of contemporary art from Japan and from Asia more
broadly.
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DOMANI - BHH & 2022-23
“DOMANI: The Art of Tomorrow” Exhibition 2022-23
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Since 1967, the Agency for Cultural Affairs has implemented the Program of Overseas Study for Upcoming Artists (formerly the Japanese
Government Overseas Study Program for Artists) with the goal of fostering creative human resources who will uphold the Japanese art world
in the future by offering opportunities for training at partner institutions overseas. In the visual arts field, the exhibition series DOMANI: The Art
of Tomorrow was launched in 1998 so as to showcase the artistic results of this training, and this year marked the 25th edition. The exhibition
aims give artists that were dispatched overseas via the program opportunities to present their work in the Japanese art scene.

Marking twenty—five years of Domani shows, this edition of Domani included three prolific practitioners whose work we have been unable to
showcase fully at previous NACT Domani shows, plus offerings from six fresh young artists who completed their overseas studies relatively
recently, and a contribution by guest artist Kondoh Akino, in the first display of her work at a Domani exhibition and second at the Center.
With the theme of “A century back, a century forward,” this show in Tokyo a century after the Japanese capital region was struck by the Great
Kanto Earthquake in 1923 pondered the nurturing of the next, post-pandemic generation of talent, and the state of the wider art world, from
the perspective of “shaking ground, systems, and values.”
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Painting Love in the Louvre Collections
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Love has been a universal subject of Western art since ancient times. For this exhibition, 73 paintings related to the theme of love were
selected from the painting collection of the Musée du Louvre. These were presented in five parts (a prologue and four sections) grouped
by theme and era. Section | featured paintings depicting love and desire among gods and humans in ancient Greek and Roman mythology.
Section Il focused on religious art illustrating the distinctive Christian concepts of self-sacrifice and filial love. Section Ill presented portrayals
of real human love in 17th-century Dutch and 18th—-century French genre paintings, and Section IV showcased French paintings from the first
half of the 19th—-century, particularly pastorals and the tragic love stories of Romanticism, tracing how various concepts of love have been
rendered visible.

In focusing on the theme of love in Western painting from the 16th to the mid-19th century, the exhibition not only presented masterpieces that
epitomize certain eras such as Fragonard’s The Bolt, but also served as a valuable opportunity to highlight hidden masterpieces by lesser-
known painters who have less frequently been shown in Japan.
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Do It! Everyday Life Becomes Art: Art of the 1970s as Seen in Documents from the National Art Center, Tokyo Archives
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This was the National Art Center, Tokyo’s first-ever exhibition consisting primarily of archival materials from its own collection. Using the
photography of Anzai Shigeo (1939-2020), one of the NACT’s principal resources, as a guide, the exhibition focused on art of the 1970s and
presented art-related materials drawn from our archives. In light of the character of transitory events and performances as well as projects by
collectives, which have drawn attention both in Japan and overseas, the exhibition explored artists’ activities that unfolded through the use of
still and moving images, printed matter and postal and other documents as means of communication and distribution.

Materials originally owned by Yamagishi Nobuo, who ran a gallery in Tokyo’s Nihonbashi district, and the art critic Hariu Ichiro were exhibited,
including those relating to Seishin Seirigaku Kenkyujo [Psychophysiology Research Institute], THE PLAY, and Kashihara Etsutomu. We also
traced the international art network of the era through printed matter pertaining to Matsuzawa Yutaka (located in Suwa, Nagano Prefecture),
Mizukami Jun (Nagoya), Centro de Arte y Comunicacion (CAYC) (Buenos Aires), and Art & Project (Amsterdam). In addition, the exhibition
focused on Ten-ten, a series of exhibitions held simultaneously by artists such as Enokura Koji, Shima Kuniichi, Takayama Noboru, Cho
Shigeyuki, and Haraguchi Noriyuki at the artists’ own houses and living spaces in 1973 and 1976, based on documents including photographs
and instructions. The broader public display of archival materials, which resonated with large numbers of visitors, was a significant
achievement of the exhibition.

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In 2022, the National Art Center, Tokyo newly launched the NACT View series, a series of small-scale exhibitions utilizing the Center’s public
area. The space, while spectacular in impact, is elaborately designed down to the smallest detail by architect Kurokawa Kisho. Emerging and
mid-career artists, designers, architects, and filmmakers are invited to present a variety of contemporary works in the space, which resembles
a public plaza where many visitors pass through or linger and enjoy leisure time.

The first edition featured a new installation in the entrance lobby by Tamayama Takuro, who is uniquely adept at transforming familiar existing
spaces into alien landscapes. Thus far, Tamayama has created works that allow viewers to experience spaces anew by combining everyday
objects and furnishings with vivid colors emitted by fluorescent. For this exhibit, he focused on two inverted concrete cones in the Center’s
lobby which extend to heights of sixteen meters and eight meters respectively, both of which stand out as distinctive design features of the
public area. The artist treated the forms of these cones as motifs, creating a luminous installation that prompted awareness of the entire
NACT space. The work emitting orange light greatly evolved over the course of the day, from the Center’s opening in the morning to its
closing in the evening, within the glass-walled entrance hall’s space bathed in natural light. Visitors experienced various different qualities of
atmospheric light and space depending on the time of day.

The second edition of the NACT View series, a project utilizing the Center’s public area newly launched in 2022, featured the young animation
artist Nohara Tsukiji. Tsukiji explores new terrain in videos that synthesize live action with animated images, or employ analog filming
techniques, based on the theme of a fusion of two and three dimensions. In this exhibit, an eye-catching, vividly colored mouse appeared in
various places throughout the building. The main display consisted of projection mapping in two spaces: the café space including the two
concrete cones in the center of the entrance lobby, and the passageway that connects Nogizaka Station and the building.

Also, by making use of a special app designed for the exhibition, visitors could enjoy watching augmented reality (AR) animation on their
smartphones or tablets by scanning “targets” scattered through the building. Both works were endeavors to expand viewing experiences and
effectively utilize the architectural forms of the NACT.
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Provision of Exhibition Venues to Artist Associations
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The National Art Center, Tokyo provides exhibition space to artist associations from around the country for public exhibitions and other
events. In fiscal 2022, 80 such exhibitions were held at the NACT, attracting a total of 879,158 visitors from Session 1 to Session 25 (April 6,2022
to April 3, 2023.) At the requests of the groups, three groups’ exhibition periods were shortened as a countermeasure against the COVID-19
pandemic, with two of these groups having made this decision in fiscal year 2021. Building on our experiences from the previous fiscal year,
we worked to improve the management of the equipment and facilities provided.
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Other Education and Public Programs
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Educahon and Public Programs

In fiscal 2022 we launched the new NACT Youth Project, targeted at junior high and high school students. Over a period of six months, the
teenage participants took part in various activities aimed at thinking and learning about creative expression, with artists acting as their guides.
We also focused on programs that deepen the viewing experience through dialogue, carrying out workshops such as Night at the NACT and
Dialogue-Based Viewing and Lee Ufan Dialogues. Also, the Center organized activities tailored to specific groups, including a lecture series
aimed primarily at those seeking highly specialized learning, and multiple special viewing sessions for people with disabilities during various
exhibitions. The consistently popular architectural tour was conducted a total of four times in June and December, and for the kids’ exploration
tour, group tours that had been on hold due to the pandemic were revived after a three-year hiatus. While in—-person programs made up
a larger percentage of programs than the previous fiscal year, efforts were also made to create more accessible viewing environments by
offering online streaming for events such as the series of dialogues in conjunction with the Lee Ufan exhibition. In terms of human resource
development, internships shifted from an online to a primarily in-person format, and the number of activities involving student volunteers also
rebounded during this year when young people regained opportunities to participate in on-site activities.
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Collection and Provision of the Library and Information Services
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In fiscal 2022, progressive steps were taken to prepare for the Art Library’s return to regular hours. In April the library opened on weekends by
prior reservation, in June it restarted the reservation service for viewing fragile materials, and in October it resumed regular opening hours. The
Art Library Annex reading room remained closed, and instead materials stored in the annex, excluding those reserved for special viewing, were
made available at the Art Library (located on the 3rd floor of the NACT) on weekdays.

In terms of art-related materials, we continued to build up a comprehensive collection of Japanese art exhibition catalogues, as well as
publications on modern and contemporary art, design, architecture, photography, and media art, which were catalogued and made publicly
available. Bibliographic and collection information on exhibition catalogues from art galleries and so forth was retroactively input to the
NACSIS-CAT system (with 2,320 bibliographies newly created), and in October the institutional repository was made public. We also
continued from the previous year with restoration work on 48 fragile items.

Our program of donating and exchanging exhibition catalogues continued in fiscal 2021. We sent exhibition catalogues and other printed matter
published by the Center to approximately 400 museums, university libraries and other related institutions in Japan as part of our catalogue
exchange program, and sent catalogues and other materials to 95 institutions outside Japan. We also continued its efforts to improve overseas
access to materials on Japanese art through the JAC (Japan Art Catalog) project, which donates catalogues of Japanese art exhibitions to
four overseas institutions devoted to the study of Japanese art. In March 2023 we visited two of the recipient institutions, the Leiden University
Asian Library and the Amsterdam City Museum, to discuss utilization of Japanese exhibition catalogs and library management.

In terms of archival materials, we received additional donations of materials related to ICA, Nagoya. In relation to this donation, an interview
with former ICA, Nagoya owner Takagi Keitaro was conducted for the 8th issue of the Bulletin of the National Art Center, Tokyo. Also, we
continued to digitize visual materials [2,843 images]. This fiscal year, the NACT hosted an exhibition, Do It/ Everyday Life Becomes Art: Art of
the 1970s as Seen in Documents from the National Art Center, Tokyo Archives, centered on archival materials from our collection. The exhibition
showcased 139 items, including those related to the ANZAI Photo Archive and Yamagishi Nobuo. After it closed, there were two special
document viewings (one from overseas) that led to the lending of materials.

The NACT website (https://www.nact.jp) is a user-friendly medium that conveys information about the Center’s diverse activities. A
redesign in fiscal 2022 made the website more seamlessly compatible with mobile devices, which account for over 70% of site visits, and the
functionality of features such as the calendar and event search was enhanced. Also, the website displays logos of companies that support the
NACT’s operations and programs.

In addition to the website, we are making use of outlets such as social media. The Center has been regularly sharing information about
exhibitions, recommended spots in the NACT, and other content that boosts public familiariton its Twitter, Facebook, and Instagram
accounts. The number of followers on each platform has been steadily increasing, and as of April 2023, the number of Twitter followers was
approximately 310,000, the highest of any art venue in Japan, and Instagram showed an especially remarkable rate of increase, exceeding
130,000 followers.
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6-3 IAFRIEEN Publicity Activities
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Effects of the pandemic lingered on from the previous year, but we made ongoing efforts to inform visitors about the advance reservation
system and COVID-19 countermeasures on the premises on our website and social media. These endeavors aimed to promote visitor
understanding so as to maintain a safe viewing environment.

For special exhibitions, we cooperated with co-organizers to hold press previews with sufficient infection control measures, and conducted
numerous interviews and photo shoots, including TV, radio, and live-streaming appearances by our researchers, to publicize exhibitions and
raise awareness of the NACT.

We also pursued public relations by issuing a press release to mark the 15th anniversary of our opening, featuring a message from the Director
General, a lineup of special exhibitions, and introductions to new initiatives like NACT View, the NACT Youth Project, and the lecture series.
In addition, we released dvertisements on social media specifically targeted at overseas residents of Japan, actively disseminating information
about the Center to a wide range of visitors.
